Governor Bill 
Richardson Announces 
$4.5 Million to Fund 15 
Solar Projects at New 
Mexico Schools  

 
June 9, 2010 , SANTA FE ñ Three 
Lincoln County School Districts are 
among 15 districts in New Mexico 
slated to receive $4.5 million federal 
stimulus funds for installation of 
solar photovoltaic (PV) systems. 
Governor Bill Richardson today 
announced. The projects will create 
jobs and allow schools to invest in 
energy-saving technology. òThese new 
solar systems will not only create jobs 
and help these schools reduce their 
utility bills, but the entire process ð 
from installation to monitoring the 
energy and cost savings ð will serve as 
an invaluable educational tool for both 
students and teachers,ó Governor 
Richardson said. òWe want these 
projects to inspire students to pursue 
education and jobs in New Mexicoõs 
emerging green economy.ó 
 
The 15 school districts were selected 
through a competitive application 
process and include Carrizozo, Corona, 
and Ruidoso. Funds will be used to 
purchase and install a 50-kilowatt solar 
photovoltaic system at the Corona 
Schools, the Carrizozo Schools and at 
Ruidoso Middle School. 
òDistricts can look forward to lower 
utility bills and students can expect 
new hands-on learning opportunities,ó 
Secretary of Education Veronica C. 
Garcia said. 
The Public Education Department will 

manage the projects and the Energy, 
Minerals and Natural Resources 
Department will provide technical 
assistance. 
 
òWe are pleased that the renewable 
energy projects at these schools will 
provide jobs for New Mexicans at a 
time when they are greatly needed,ó 
said Jon Goldstein, Cabinet Secretary of 
the Energy, Minerals and Natural 
Resources Department. òAnd we are 
happy to see so many additional 
projects around the state that help us to 
further reduce our dependence on non-
renewable resources.ó 
 
The program will be funded by the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment 
State Energy Program administered by 
the New Mexico Energy, Minerals and 
Natural Resources Department and 
supported by the U.S. Department of 
Energy.  
 
A photovoltaic energy system is a solar 
electric system that converts the sunõs 
abundant energy into clean, reliable, 
and affordable electricity. Multiple 

components, like solar modules, 
structure mounts, and inverters that 
convert solar energy into usable 
electricity, make up the system. As a 
renewable energy technology and a 
domestic source of energy, it has 
numerous environmental benefits and 
contributes to the nation's energy 
security. 
The projects will be the first large-scale 
PV solar projects in Lincoln County. 
Numerous other PV solar projects are 
under construction or are on the 
drawing boards in adjoining counties. 
Solar equipment supply and 
installation opportunities associated 
with the three school projects will exist 
for Lincoln County renewable energy, 
construction and metal fabrication 
businesses on a competitive bid basis, 
to be announced by each participating 
schools district. For more information, 
contact the office of the District School 
Superintendent.
